5 Horrifying Biblical Truths About Hell

1. Hell Awaits Unbelievers

- What is present in heaven is absent in hell and what is absent in heaven is 
  present in hell

              - 2 Thess 1:6-9 - It is unbelievers who will be receiving eternal punishment away 
                from the Lord!

Sin is man saying to God, “Go away and leave me alone.”  And hell is God saying to man, “You may have your wish.”   C.S. Lewis

              - Hell is man’s default destination and unless God reaches down and saves us we   

                are on a path of destruction by default!  Depravity of Man!

                  - Matthew 7:13-14- “Wide is the road and many there be on it that leads to   

                destruction, narrow is the road and few that find it that leads to life!

                 -  Hell will be more populated than heaven!

            Restorationism – the unsaved will get a second chance after experiencing some    

            time in punishment. 
            ●  this view says that after a person dies they will get a second chance to decide  

                for all eternity, to choose Christ.  This is NOT taught in Scripture!  As much as 
                we  may wish this were true it simply is NOT taught in the Bible!
            ● Hebrews 9:27 – there is no second chance!

This earth is the only HELL believers will ever experience and the only HEAVEN unbelievers will ever experience!

             Universalism – one day all of heaven will be populated by every living soul and    

             hell will be completely vacant of anyone.  Somehow God is going to work it out 
             where no one is separated from Him.

              ● This is NOT taught in Scripture!  As much as we may wish this were true it 
                  simply is NOT taught in the Bible!

2. Hell Features Unquenchable Fire

- Jesus’ most common description of hell is that it is a place of fire, 12x’s in the    

  Gospels

- Matthew 18:8 – eternal, everlasting fire!

- Mark 9:43 – “unquenchable fire” – used 3x’s in the N.T.

- Greek word “asbestos” – inextinguishable, insatiable, unquenchable

- whatever you throw in it is going to consume it  and keep on going, whatever  

  you put on it to put it out it is going to overpower it and keep going.  There is   

  nothing you can do that is going to satisfy the flame.  
Hell is a raging, out of control inferno!

3. Hell Features Utter Darkness

- the complete absence of light

- 2 Peter 2:17
- Matthew 25:29-ff
- “darkness” - connotates  fear, aloneness, fire, pain

- “Hades” often is described as a dark prison with bars and chains

- “weeping and gnashing of teeth” – used by Jesus 7 x’s

- because of anger towards God and self – “Why did God do this to me”  
  Why did I do this to my self?

- This is seen in Revelation – people who are angry at God for His 
  judgments on them   

  and they gnash their teeth at God their hearts harden toward God.       

- “How dare you do this to me, God!”  stubbornness, hard-heartedness, 
   rebellion
Hell will be a fearful, painful, and lonely place!

4. Hell Features Unmanageable Pain

- Luke 16:23-ff - the rich man was in torment and anguish in the fire

       -  it is a place of inescapable pain and torment, 4x’s described as torment, 
         anguish, 
       - in pain and all alone, misery loves company but there is no company to 
          share it with!

       -  there is no pain management in Hell – it is there, unfiltered, pure, 
          perpetual, never-ending, on-going!  It is unmanageable!

       -  there is no position of comfort, not even any temporary relief from the 
          pain!

“Friendship is lubrication for pain” – not in hell!

5. Hell Punishes Eternally

             Some say that God may extend mercy to those suffering in Hell by   

             annihilating them after they suffer for a period of time.  

              Annihilationism - says that after spending some time in punishment the  

              unbeliever will cease to exist and that no one deserves endless suffering.

●  Matthew 25:46
●  punishment for the unbeliever will be never-ending just as life for the  

    believer will be never-ending.

              ●  Jesus’ descriptions of Hades and other’s such as 1 Peter 3:19 – hell is a   

                   prison with bars, gates and locks.  It is an undesirable place in which you 
                   have to stay,  there is no escape!

              ●  Revelation 20:10 – conscious, eternal, physical torment along side of 
                   Satan perpetually and on-going forever, 24/7, forever and ever!
Cartoons portray Satan as a shift manager, foreman or boss of Hell with a pitch fork and moving people closer to the flames, etc.
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But this is NOT how the Bible declares Satan to be!  Right now he is roaming the Earth seeking whom he may devour and that he has occasional audiences with God.  

But in the future he will be cast into the Lake of Fire and be a resident of Hell along side of everyone else who rejects God and Jesus Christ!
The Biblical Time Continuum for the Unbeliever
Die, soul immediately goes to hell, away from God; your body is buried or cremated.  Your soul exists in conscious torment, anguish, perpetual pain, fear, and loneliness awaiting the day where you will be reunited with the body at the Great White Throne in Revelation 20:11-15 where then you will go on trial only to discover your name is not written in the Lambs Book of Life.  From there you will be cast into the Lake of Fire where the Beast, the False Prophet and Satan have already found themselves.  And there you will live forever and ever and ever . . . and ever . . . and ever . . .
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When YOUR life is over, do YOU know where YOU will spend eternity?

Hell?  YES!
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If God is infinitely holy then sinning against God is infinitely offensive!  If God is infinitely offended then doesn’t God’s justice demand His infinite wrath?
