I. He Gives Himself as the Foundation, vs. 35
- fact of His presence, Gen. 1:1; John 1:1
 imperfect tense – a repeated or continual action

II. He Gives His Complete Attention, vs. 36
“saw” = eido = to see and to know
· Psalm 139:1-12; 13-18; 23-24

· 2 Chronicles 16:9

· Proverbs 5:21

III. He Gives His Perfect Instruction, vs. 35
“teaching” = didasko = to impart instruction by:
                    - instilling doctrine into one
                    - explaining or expounding a thing
“preaching” = keruso = to herald by:
                     - proclaim after the manner of a herald 

                     - always with the suggestion of formality,  

                       gravity and an authority which must be 

                       listened to and obeyed 
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IV. He Gives His Sufficient Therapy, vs. 35
“healing” = therapueo = English word = “therapeutic”
                                       - to serve, do service 

                            - to heal, cure, restore to health 

           Root = to heat, also translated “summer”

           - 2 Corinthians 12:9, “My grace is sufficient for you. . .

   “sufficient” = arkeo = to be possessed of unfailing strength, to    

                                         suffice, to be enough

         Emotionally

         Physically

         Psychologically

         Financially

V. He Gives His Whole Heart, vs. 36
“compassion” = splagchnizomai = to be moved as to 
                                                          one’s bowels
 - the bowels were regarded as the seat of the more   

                  violent passions, such as anger and love; but by the 

                  Hebrews as the seat of the tenderer affections, esp. 

                  kindness, benevolence, compassion; hence our heart.
                       - pity is a sympathetic sorrow for one suffering, 

                         distressed, or unhappy.
                       - this kind of compassion implies pity with an 

                         urgent desire to aid or to spare.

Jesus’s heart is moved not to just sorrow or sympathy for mankind but because He is God He has come to our aid urgently to deliver us once and for all time from being harassed and helpless!
          Mark 10:26-27, Who can be saved?  With men this

            is impossible but with God all things are possible!

The condition of the people:
“scattered abroad” = rhipto = the idea of motion
- to cast, throw 

- throw down 

- to cast forward or before 

- to set down (with the suggestion of haste and lack of care) 

- to throw to the ground, prostrate, as if discarding
“without a shepherd” = poimen = a herdsmen
· he to whose care and control others have committed themselves, and whose precepts they follow.
