Every Follower of Jesus Should Honor all Women Servants in the Church!
Romans 16:1-2 Teaches us Several Tremendous Truths:
What does this means?
Commend, vs 1
Function: verb 

Etymology: Middle English, from Anglo-French comander, from Latin commendare, from com- + mandare to entrust — more at mandate
Date: 14th century

1: to entrust for care or preservation
2 : to recommend as worthy of confidence or notice
3 : to mention with approbation : praise
Greek:  “commend” = “histemi” = 
Position – to stand in the presence of others, judges, family
Authority – to sustain authority or force of anything, be set in    

                 place or balance
Foundation – to stand by or near as unmovable, as a foundation, 
                   steadfast, not wavering or hesitating
Conclusion
All women are to be held in high esteem who serve the Lord Jesus Christ in the Church!  
Why we are responsible to do this?
1. Because of Paul’s Example, vs 1

- “I commend to you…”

2. Because of Paul’s Request, vs. 1
- “I ask you to receive her…”
“receive” = “prosdechomai” = 
a. to admit one, receive one into intercourse and companionship 

b. to receive one (coming from some place) 

c. to accept (not to reject) a thing offered 

d. to expect: the fulfilment of promises 

3. Because She is a Sister, vs. 1
“sister” = “adelphos” = 
     - a brother, whether born of the same two parents or    

       only of the same father or mother 

     - having the same national ancestor, belonging to the 
       same people, or countryman 

     - a fellow believer, united to another by the bond of 

       affection 

     - brethren in Christ 

a. his brothers by blood 

b. all men 

c. apostles 

d. Christians, as those who are exalted to the same heavenly place 

4. Because She is a Fellow Servant, vs 1
“servant” = “diakonos” = 
          - one who executes the commands of another, esp. of a   

            master, a servant, attendant, minister 

- one who runs errands for another
5. Because She was a Help to Paul and Many Others, vs. 2
“help” = “prostatis” = 

     - a woman set over others 

     - a female guardian, protectress, patroness, caring for 
       the affairs of others and aiding them with her 
       resources – suggesting influence and responsibility
Conclusion:
All women and men, as brethren and fellow servants in the Church, are equal in God’s eyes and due the honor they deserve for their faithfulness to the Lord Jesus Christ and His Family!
How are we to do this?
1. By Receiving Her in a way “Worthy of the Saints”, vs. 2
“worthy” = “axios” = 
          - weighing, having the weight of another thing of like 
            value, worth as much

- befitting, congruous, corresponding to a thing
- due reward

2. By Resourcefully meeting Her Needs, vs. 2
“help” = “paristemi” = 
- to place beside or near (give)
- to stand beside or near, to be present (go)
- to bring into one’s fellowship or intimacy (take in)
Conclusion:
All women who serve the Lord Jesus Christ with their talents, gifts, abilities, time, and resources are worthy of due reward and ought to be commended by God’s people!
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
