II. The LABORERS, vs. 37
Laborers = “ergates” = a workman, laborer, usually one 

                                     who works for hire especially an 

                                     agricultural worker.
Root = “ergo” = to work

Few = “oligos” = little, small, few, speaks of number, 

                             time, and intensity

III. The LORD, vs. 38
Pray – “deomai” = to want, to desire, to long for, to ask,   

                               to beg

Root = “deo” = to bind or fasten with chains, bound to a   

                           husband or wife
Imperative Word Mood = expresses a command to the hearer to perform a certain action by the order and authority of the one commanding it.

Lord = “kurios” = he to whom a person or thing belongs,  

                              the possessor and disposer of a thing 

                              or person, master, he who has the 

                              power of deciding, title of honor 

                              expressive of reverence and respect, 

                              title given to Jesus – the Lord.
Root = supremacy

                 Send Forth = “ekballo” = to command or cause one to 

                                                           depart in haste, to lead one           

                                                           forth or away with a force 
                                                           which he cannot resist.
Subjunctive Word Mood = speaks of possibility and potentiality.  The action described may or may not occur depending on the circumstances.

                 Into = “eis” = towards, for, among
According to Greek grammar the word “into” as used in this verse signifies an action taken place in the past.
                His = “autos” = he/himself – Jesus is the Lord of the harvest!
