God the Father choosing Christians, as those whom he set apart
from the irreligious multitude as dear unto himself, and whom he
has rendered, through faith in Christ, citizens in the Messianic
kingdom.

“accepted” = charitoo = to compass with favor and honor

“beloved” = agapao = to be fond of, to dealy love
To be welcomed into the fellowship of those dearly loved.

“redemption” = apolutrosis = a releasing effected by payment

A. release from bondage or imprisonment.

B.   pardon for sins as if they have never been committed.

“grace” = charis = good will, favor, loving kindness resulting

“mystery” = musterion = the secret counsels which govern God 
                                         in dealing with the righteous, which are

“inheritance” = kleroo = to allot, to assign as a possession or 

                                        portion.

“marked” = sphragizo = to mark with a seal in order to confirm, 

                                        authenticate, place beyond doubt.
