Titus 1:16 = They claim to know God, but by their actions they        

                    deny him. They are detestable, disobedient and 
                    unfit for doing anything good.
Practical Atheism – someone who professes to follow God but:

· does not trust Him

· does not trust His called leaders

· does not believe He will take care of YOU
· criticizes God’s work
· criticizes God’s workers

· absorbed in “self”

· embedded in the world’s philosophies, ideologies, and understanding

· cannot let up control of their life to God

Every Follower of Jesus Should Stay Away from Atheistic Practices!
How?
Psalm 27:4 gives us THREE Granite Steps for the Professing Believer to Walk if they Would Keep Themselves from Atheistic Ways: 

I. By DWELLING - Obedience
“dwell” = to sit, abide, remain
          “house” = home, abode
II. By GAZING - Worship
“gaze” = to see as a seer in the ecstatic state
            “beauty” = kindness, pleasantness, delightfulness, favor, 

                               lovliness
III. By SEEKING - Devotion
“seek” = enquire, consider
            “temple” = sanctuary, palace, hall
David DESIRED this - he asked, he begged, he enquired for this favor from the Lord.

David SOUGHT this – he required this of himself, he demanded it of himself.

If YOU will be authentic in YOUR relationship with our Dear Lord then this attitude must also be in YOU that was in David!
· Phil. 3:10, “I want to know Christ…”
· Phil 3:12-14, “I press on…forgetting what is behind…straining toward what is ahead…I press on towards the goal…”
· John 15:1-8, “Abide in me and I in you…”
· John 8:31-32, “they will know you are my disciples if you hold to my teaching.  Then you will know the truth and the truth will set you free.”
