• to be alive to the existence of an unseen spiritual world that is real.
• to live for the eternal and seek first the kingdom of God.
To be spiritually dead is . . .

• to be unresponsive to the Spirit’s still, small voice and insensitive to the 

  living God.
• to grow skeptical about faith, disillusioned about hope, cynical about 

  love.
• to feel that the struggle between good and evil is not worth the battle.
• to find your spiritual zeal smothered by the dreariness of life.
• to lose the excitement of walking by faith and attempting the impossible.
• to stop caring about the Body of Christ, the people of God, and be 

  apathetic toward the church.
• to be insensitive to the millions of souls headed toward eternity without a 

  hope of finding heaven.
• to find prayer useless and not worth the effort.
