Why?

Revelation 3:20 Gives us Six Soul Shattering Reasons Why:
I. Jesus Commands Us To Open the Door
“Behold”

 1.  to see and to know
a. to perceive by any of the senses 

b. to perceive, notice, discern, discover 

1. to pay attention, observe 

2. to see about something 

3. to inspect, examine 

c. to understand
The imperative mood corresponds to the English imperative, and expresses a command to the hearer to perform a certain action by the order and authority of the one commanding. This is not an "invitation," but an absolute command requiring full obedience on the part of all hearers.

II. Jesus is Always Stranding at the Door

      “Stand” 

1. to cause or make to stand, to place, put, set 

a. to make firm, fix ed or established

b. to stand immovable, stand firm 
c. of the foundation of a building 

d. to stand ready, prepared, steadfast in mind, not hesitate, does not waiver 
The perfect tense describes an action which is viewed as having been completed in the past, once and for all, not needing to be repeated. 

Jesus' last cry from the cross, TETELESTAI ("It is finished!") is a good example of the perfect tense used in this sense, namely "It [the atonement] has been accomplished, completely, once and for all time."

III. Jesus Knows the Door is Always Shamefully Shut
     “Door”  “Knock”

The door of the peasant's one-room house is opened before sunrise in the morning, and stays open all day long as an invitation to hospitality. The Book of Revelation speaks thus: "Behold, I stand at the door and knock" (Revelation 3:20). For such a door to be shut would indicate the inhabitants had done that of which they were ashamed.

IV. Jesus Invites the Door to be Opened Today
The present tense represents a simple statement of fact or reality viewed as occurring in actual time. 
- Expressive of Jesus’ Persistent Appeal -
V. Jesus Always Gives Us the Choice

      “Hear” “Open”
The subjunctive mood is the mood of possibility and potentiality. The action described may or may not occur, depending upon circumstances. 
- Expressive of Jesus’ Patient Appeal -
VI. Jesus Rewards the Opener of the Door with Himself
      “In”

1. to go out or come in: to enter 

a. of men or animals, as into a house or a city 

b. of Satan taking possession of the body of a person 

2. metaph. 

a. of entrance into any condition, state of things, society, employment 

1. to come into life 

b. of thoughts that come into the mind 
The future tense corresponds to the English future, and indicates the contemplated or certain occurrence of an event which has not yet occurred.

Knock, Knock, Whose There?
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Knocking on wood

The old superstition of knocking on or touching wood to ensure continued good health or fortune remains common today. One often hears the expression used after someone has stated something like, "I've never had a toothache," then quickly adds, "knock on wood." Many authorities on folklore and traditions believe that the custom may have originated in the practice of touching wood upon every occasion of happiness or good fortune in gratitude and veneration to Christ who died upon a wooden cross.
Others state that their research indicates that the ancient Druids of Great Britain and Northern Europe began the practice with their belief that the trees housed deities. Touching the trees in a respectful manner encouraged the gods and goddesses within to grant one's physical selves health and prosperity and one's spirit eternal life. Through the process of cultural evolution within the mass consciousness, the custom of touching or knocking on wood came to be looked upon as a means of warding off ill luck.
