I Cor. 11:24-26 Reveals Three Shameless Attitudes that Tsunami onto Followers of Jesus Christ from the Lord’s Supper!
Impudent – offensively bold behavior, i.e. shameless

Brazenfaced – flagrantly and audaciously bold, unrestrained by 

                       convention or propriety, i.e. shameless

I. Do it as a REMEMBRANCE, vs. 24-25
· 236 times in the Bible remembering is mentioned
· We are a people of memory
· Having no memories leaves one an empty shell
· Lose identity, purpose, meaning, and heritage
· “remembrance” = 
● Anamnesis - a remembering, recollection.

● Anamimnesko - to call to remembrance, to remind, to  

   admonish, to  remember, to remember and weigh well     

   and consider.

● Mnaomai - the idea of fixture in the mind or of          

                    mental Grasp.
Remembering gives us identity, purpose, meaning, and heritage!

II. Do it as a TESTIMONY, vs. 26
· “proclaim” = 
● Kataggello – to announce, declare, promulgate,     

   make known.

● aggelos - a messenger, envoy, one who is sent, an    

   angel, a messenger from God.
         
Testifying purifies our walk as genuine!
Just Do It!

III. Do it until Jesus RETURNS, vs 26
· When He returns there will be no more need to
 “Just Do It” because we will be with Him!
· Jesus is coming back!
· Until He RETURNS we are to REMEMBER what He did and TESTIFY to it by observing The Lord’s Supper!
· “Just Do It” boldly and shamelessly!
· “until” = terminus
● Akron - the farthest bounds, uttermost parts, end,   

   highest, extreme, i.e. the heavens and the earth.
● Terminus –The Roman god of boundaries.
Jesus Christ is coming, imminently, all the way back from the farthest reaches of His creation, heaven, for His children!
Just Do It!

Four Shameful Reasons why there is Shame in the way some approach The Lord’s Supper:
1. Sin chokes the excitement and fervor of the occasion.

2. Ignorance of the purpose and meaning.
3. People fail one, two, or all three of the tests for an “Effective Proclaimer”.
4. The fact of where Jesus is and of His imminent return is so obsolete that it is no longer a relevant truth to motivate to godly living.
