            - it was public

            - Jesus (John 9-10), Healing of Lame Man (Acts 3),   

                      Meeting place of the Early Church (Acts 5:12)
· Are you committed to a local church fellowship? 
     Heb. 3:13; 10:24-25

· Do others know of your commitment?

· Have you invited others to your church family?
        3. Separation, vs. 13
            - the people dared not join them
               “durst not” = to boldly go out of your way to stay  

                away from, not to join a group.

· Do people see such a difference in you that they go out of their way to not “hang out” with you?

· Is Jesus so visible in your life that people make excuse to not be around you?
· Has the Holy Spirit so overtaken you that others do not allow themselves to get close to you?

4. Magnification, vs.13
           - they magnified them

               “magnified” = to extol, to highly esteem, to laud

· Is your reputation such that you are highly regarded outside Christianity?

· What do your neighbors, fellow employees, community think of you?

5. Conversion, vs. 14
     - multitudes, men and women
· When was the last time that you know of that someone came to Christ because of your testimony?

· Have you ever led a soul to Jesus?

· Are you part of a soul winning church?

· Have you ever asked the Lord to give you an opportunity to lead someone to Jesus?
6. Propagation, vs. 15-16
            - it brought the needy and suffering to the feet of                   

              Christ.

            - Peter’s shadow didn’t necessarily heal but it              

               helped their faith which was prerequisite.

· Does your faith inspire and move others?

· Can you remember the last time someone acted beyond their personality because of your faith?
Out of Ananias’s and Sapphira’s sin broke forth a new baptism of zeal, devotion, and spirituality!
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The outpouring of judgment may be a preparation for the outpouring of mercy!
