All Believers MUST follow God’s Blueprint for Life if they want to do it His Way!
“But we will give ourselves continually to prayer. . .” Acts 6:4
“give” = pros – face to face, to be close, up-front, intimate  

                       contact with. 
               = kartereo – to endure, constant devotion to, to 

                                       persevere, to be steadfastly attentive. 
“prayer” = pros - face to face, to be close, up-front, 

                          Intimate contact with.
              = euche – a wish, desire, prayer, or a vow.
Acts 6:4 Reveals Two Priorities seen in the Early Church Believers that Set them Apart and prepared them for successful and effectual ministry.
They wanted to do life God’s way so:

I. They made PRAYER their Number One Priority, vs. 4a
- they gave themselves to PRAYER – “proseuche”
- this word for prayer was used more than any other word in the  

   New Testament for prayer – 127 times.
    ● “pros” – John 1:1
                     Eph. 6:12

    Everywhere this word is used it signifies a close, up-   

    front, intimate contact with someone.

    ● “euche” – used to depict a person who made some 

                       kind of vow to God because of a need or 

                       desire in their life.

            A.  Proseuche signifies SURRENDER
   This individual would vow to give something of great value   

   to God in exchange for a favorable answer to prayer.

   ● 1 Samuel 1:11,19,20 – Hanna gave her most valued and 
      prized possession to God in response to His answering her 
      prayer.
   ● Votive Offerings – people seeking an answer to prayer  

      would  offer God a gift of thanksgiving in advance by 
      setting up a commemorative alter and offer a sacrifice of 
      thanksgiving on that alter.  “Votive” (from the word ‘vow’) 
      was similar to a pledge as it was the person’s promise that 
      once his prayer was answered, he would be back to give 
      additional thanksgiving to God.
B. Proseuche signifies CONSECRATION
This word portrayed an individual who so desperately desired 
                     to see his prayer request answered that he was willing to 
                     sacrifice everything he owned in exchange for answered 
                     prayer.
         ● this clearly describes an alter of sacrifice and 

consecration in prayer, where a person’s life is yielded 

entirely to God.
God wants to do more than just bless us, He wants to change us!

C. Proseuche signifies THANKSGIVING
When we offer a genuine prayer in faith, we should never stop short of thanking God in advance for hearing and answering our prayers.
                    ● See “Votive Offering” above
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“Come face to face with God, and surrender your life in exchange for His, consecrating your life on an ongoing basis.  And be sure to give Him thanks in advance for moving in your life.”
How do we PRAY like this?
1. By “GIVING” ourselves to this discipline:
     ● It’s intimate - face to face, eyeball to eyeball with God.
     ● It’s because of the relationship made possible through 

        Jesus Christ.

2. BY “CONTINUALLY” giving ourselves to this discipline:
     ● Be steadfastly attentive

     ● Persevere, don’t give up

     ● Endure with constant devotion

3. By demonstrating undying ATTITUDE in this discipline:
- Root word for “give” = kratos = force, strength, might, 

  power, dominion:
          ● Be Forceful in YOUR effort!
          ● Rely on God’s Strength to be faithful!
          ● Use all YOUR Might to stay the course!
          ● Trust God to be Powerful on YOUR behalf!
          ● Do not let an undisciplined life have Dominion over YOU!

Ramifications

1. Known sin in YOUR life breaks the intimacy and makes the attitude of surrender, consecration, and thanksgiving impossible – hence, prayer is not possible (Psalm 66:16).

2. To pray with unconfessed and unforsaken sin resident in YOUR life is to blaspheme God’s intended purpose for prayer and it also reveals ignorance, laziness, and hard heartedness of the one attempting to pray.
3. Prayer is based on an intimate relationship with the Father established through faith in the person and work of Christ; therefore, one must be born again to truly pray.
4. Prayer that does not include an attitude of surrender, sacrifice, and thanksgiving is prayer that has no confidence in being answered by God.
5. “Proseuche” prayer is life changing prayer!

6. If “proseuche” prayer is not YOUR number one priority in life then YOU are not doing life God’s way!

Acts 6:4
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If YOU are going to do life “God's Way” then you have to follow His blueprint!
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“Proseuche” tells us that prayer should bring us face to face, eyeball to eyeball with God in an intimate relationship!  Prayer is more than a mechanical act or a formula to follow.  It is a vehicle that lifts us to a place in the Spirit where we can enjoy a close, intimate relationship with God!
