                                    -  the "ministry of the Spirit" (2 Cor. 3:8) 

                                    -  the "ministry of reconciliation" (2 Cor. 5:18).

  B.   Refers to a spiritual ministry:
  -  The apostles had a "ministry of the word"  (Acts 6:4). 

  -  Paul said that his ministry was "the task of testifying to the  

     gospel of God's grace" (Acts 20:24). 

  -  Paul's message of reconciliation was his ministry 
     (2 Cor. 3:18).

  -  The new covenant is a "ministry that brings righteousness"   

     (2 Cor. 3:8-9).
                            C.    It can also refer to secular work:
                                    -  Martha was busy with dinner "preparation" (Luke 10:40). 

                                    -  In the early church, there was a daily "distribution" of food  

                                       for widows (Acts 6:1). 

                                    -  Famine relief was also called a ministry (Acts 11:29; 12:25; 

                                       Rom. 15:31; 2 Cor. 8:4; 9:1, 12-13).

2. It was a Relational Service
A.   Proseuche – prayer that denotes surrender, consecration,    

       and thanksgiving.
B.   Spiritual service can only be born and bathed in this kind    

       of prayer.

The Leadership clearly understood their 
service – IT WAS  BIBLICAL!
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When we follow God’s Blueprint for life, when we “do it God’s way“, then we will get God’s results: 

●  It PLEASES the Brethren, vs. 5
    “pleased” = the idea of exciting the emotions, approval, affirming.
YOUR obedience to God’s Word EXCITES the brethren!

●  It POWERFULLY changes the individual, vs. 7
    “spread” = to cause to grow, used of the change that takes place as a   

      child matures, as a plant emerges from the soil and becomes a tree.
YOUR obedience to God’s Word INCITES a growth process that is of Divine origin utilizing Divine energy!
●  It PROFOUNDLY redefines the Body, vs. 7
       “increased” = Greek word “plethuno”, English word “plethora” =   

       multiply resulting in many
     “rapidly” = exceedingly, greatly.  The idea of a violent upheaval 

       taking place.
YOUR obedience to God’s Word STIMULATES a God-ordained cataclysmic upheaval within the Body!
