Why?

Philippians 3:3 gives us 

Four Reasons 
1. We are the “Circumcision”

- “circumcision” = the act or rite of circumcision
(Genesis 17)

- by the rite of circumcision a man was separated from    

               the unclean world and dedicated to God, the word is 

               transferred to denote the extinguishing of lusts and the 

               removal of sins

          Application

    Christians are supposed to be people separated from the    

    multitude and truly consecrated to God living lives that  

    demonstrate the extinction of passions and the removal of 
    spiritual impurity
2. We Worship by the Spirit

- “worship” = to serve, to minister to, to render religious service or 
  homage, to perform sacred services, to offer gifts, to worship God 
  in the observance of the rites instituted for his worship
           - root = a hired menial

           - “by the Spirit” = according to the Spirit
          Application

     Christians are supposed to be people who live, move and   

     have their being, in their experience with Jesus, in and 
     through the realm of the Spirit. 
3. We Glory in Christ

- “glory” = to boast with or without reason because of a certain   

                   thing

               = to pray for, to pray to

                 Application
    *  Externally:  Christians are supposed to be people     

        whose speech is sprinkled with talk of their Savior 
        at all times with or without reason.  
         *  Internally:  Christians are supposed to be people        

   whose lives are saturated with prayer to their Savior.
4. We Put No Confidence in the Flesh

- “no” = absolutely not

- “confidence” = to be persuaded, to suffer one's self to be   

    persuaded; to be induced to believe: to have faith: in a thing.  

    to listen to, obey, yield to, comply with.  to trust, have 

    confidence, be confident
-“flesh” = mere human nature, the earthly nature of man apart 
   from divine influence, and therefore prone to sin and opposed 
   to God
Application

Christians are supposed to be people who, under absolutely no circumstances, listen to, obey, yield to, or comply with their human nature; they defy its persuasion.
Conclusion

Without the Holy Spirit’s CONTROL of our lives it is absolutely impossible to separate from sin, to live truly consecrated lives, to disregard our human passions, to live and move in the realm of the Spirit, to speak of Jesus constantly, to pray without ceasing, and to defy the persuasion of our fleshly nature.

Are YOU controlled by the Spirit?
How can YOU know if YOU are controlled by the Spirit?
Philippians 3:7-11 gives us Three Evidences the Spirit is Controlling YOUR life:
1. Nothing Else Matters in Life but Jesus (vs 7-9)

- “loss” = to tame, curb, or restrain through the idea of violence
· my pedigree

· my knowledge

· my self-righteousness
2. You Want to Personally Experience Jesus  (vs 10)
- “I want to know” = knowledge based upon experience, very 

    intimate
· resurrection power (dunamis = dynamite)

· fellowship (koinonia = communion, intimacy, community) with His sufferings         
3. You Look Forward to Death and Resurrection Like Jesus (vs. 11)
- “conformable” = to receive the same form as

- “death” = thanatos = death of the body, loss of life

- “attain” = to come to, to arrive at a place

- “resurrection” = a rising up

- “dead” = nekros = corpse
