I. The Religionators – RELIGION (vs. 5-12)
Vs. 5 - “God-fearing” / “Devout” – taking hold well 
1. carefully

2. cautiously            SELLING OUT!
3. surely

              NOTE: THEY WERE RELIGIOUS BUT THEY WERE NOT 

                        SAVED!  The Holy Spirit descended on the 

                        disciples NOT the multitude in Jerusalem.
               What they saw and heard

                       Vs. 6, 11 – the disciples declaring the “wonders of God” 

                               in their own languages 
              “wonders of God” – magnificent, excellent, splendid.
              “wonders” – “megaleios” = root = “mega” = very great
               Their Response

              Vs. 6 – “bewildered” / “confounded” – to disturb the 
                         mind, to stir up to tumult or outbreak
               Vs. 7 – “amazed” – to be out of one’s mind, besides 

                    one’s self, insane, to throw out of position, to 

                    displace

          Vs. 7 – “marveled” – to wonder at, to view attentively, 

                     to learn by taking it all in, to contemplate

          Vs. 12 – “amazed” – see vs. 7 above
          Vs. 12 – “perplexed” – to be entirely at a loss, to doubt
          Root = to be without resources, to be in straits, to be 

                    left wanting, not to know which way to turn.
        OBSERVATION
        These were religious people who thought because 
         they were religious that they knew God and how He 
         did things.  THEY WERE NOT SAVED.  THEY PUT GOD 
         IN A BOX and because what they saw happening 
         around them did not fit the God they had 
         FABRICATED in their hearts they responded the way 
         they did (see Titus 1:16; 2 Timothy 3:5)
II. The Ridiculators – RIDICULE (vs. 13)
         Vs. 13 – “others mocked” / “made fun of” – to 

                       deride or jeer at
               Root = a gaping opening, a chasm, a gulf.  Metaphor 

                    of the sea.

          OBSERVATION
         These people were so deep in their religiosity that 

          they knew it all and therefore had all the answers.   

          So they, WITHOUT CONSCIENCE, could jeer and mock 

          others who were less than they were.  To them there 

          was a gaping distance between them and everyone 

          else.
III. The Relationators – RELATIONSHIP (vs.14, 17,18, 21)
Vs. 14 – “listen carefully” – take hold of what is about to be said = see “devout” in verse 5.
CRITERIA FOR A RELATIONSHIP WITH JESUS

           Vs. 21 – Call on the Name of the Lord.
             EVIDENCE YOU HAVE A RELATIONSHIP WITH JESUS

                   Vs. 17, 18 - Living a life that demonstrates the  

                 enablement and empowerment of the Holy Spirit.
         OBSERVATION
If you are going to sell out to anything then sell out to “Relationship” and the “Revelator”!
IV. The Revelator – the HOLY SPIRIT (vs. 16-21)
Vs. 17 – “pour out” – to bestow or distribute largely
1. all people (vs. 17)

2. everyone who calls on the Name of the Lord (vs. 21)

          OBSERVATION
                The Holy Spirit birthed the church (vs 4) and is the 

                agent of the new birth of the Believer.  He is furnished 

                to everyone who calls on the Name of the Lord.
The 4 Mindsets
1. The Religionators – “How can this be?”

2. The Ridiculator – “I have all the answers!”

3. The Relationator – “Holy Spirit enable me, control me.”

4. The Revelator – “I will save all who call on Jesus’ Name and 
                              then enable and empower them.
Personal Challenge

1. Have YOU fabricated a God to your own liking?

2. Do YOU put God in a box by expecting Him to act according to YOUR limited understanding?
3. Are YOU a know it all person and make fun of or mock those who are living enabled and empowered lives?
4. Do YOU consider others on a lesser level than YOU because they do not walk with God like YOU think YOU do?

5. Have YOU exchanged religion for a relationship with Jesus Christ by calling on the Name of the Lord to save YOU?
6. Is it YOUR heart’s desire to live under the absolute control and enablement of the Holy Spirit?
