Every Christian is Responsible to GIVE AWAY Their Faith!
How do YOU do This?
Acts 3:1-10 Gives Six Requirements 
YOU MUST follow if YOU are to Personally 
GIVE AWAY YOUR Faith.
I. YOU MUST LOVE Disciplined Prayer (vs. 1)
- “were going” – imperfect tense = a repeated, 

    continual action = a regular discipline in their lives
- “time” = a certain, fixed time
- “prayer” = proseuche = prosecuting prayer - stating 
   your argument before the Lord, making your case in 
   your prayer requests

              Do YOU have a regular fixed time each day to lay YOUR 

              requests before the Lord, stating YOUR argument, 
              making YOUR case why each request should be granted?
II. YOU MUST LOVE All People (vs. 2-5)
WHO:  the downcast in society

WHAT They Did:  they engaged him

- “fastened his eyes upon” = to fix the gaze upon   

   strongly, intently
- “look at us” = turn the thoughts to, contemplate.    

   Imperative word mood = a command.

Do YOU engage all levels of society or do YOU ignore certain people?  
III. YOU MUST LOVE the Potentate (vs. 6)

· “have” = that which YOU possess
· “give” = to give to someone to possess

· “rise up” = imperative word mood = a command


               Application
               YOU cannot give what YOU do not possess.  YOU  

                cannot tell others what YOU do not know.  Does 

               YOUR faith in the Master propel YOU to reach out to 

               others?
IV. YOU MUST LOVE Arousing the Powerless (vs. 7)
- “took” = to lay hold of, to capture fish, to 

   apprehend in order to imprison. 
- “lifted him up” = to arouse from sleep, to arouse 

   from the sleep of death, to recall the dead to life.

- “immediately” = instantly

- “strength” = to make solid, to make firm, strong 


             Application
               Are YOU a “hands on” Christian or are YOU afraid of 

               offending someone who is dead in their trespasses 
               and sins?  Do YOU really want to see those crippled 
               in sin be made whole again?  Will YOU reach out and 
               try to pull them from the pit?
V. YOU MUST LOVE Accompanying the Prodigious to Worship (vs.8)

- He stood = solidly, like a fixed tower
- He walked = imperfect tense = he did it repeatedly
- He leaped = used of gushing water from a spring

- He praised God – honoring God in song and vows.

                       Application
               Do YOU stand, walk, leap, and praise in worship along 

               side of others, who like YOU, have been healed in the 

               name of Jesus?  What songs have YOU sung to the Lord 

               lately?  What vows have YOU made to the Lord lately?
VI. YOU MUST LOVE the Ovation of the Public (vs 9-10)
- “knew” = recognized.  Imperfect tense = there was 

   absolutely no doubt in their minds this was the man.
- “wonder” = to be dumbfounded, have absolutely no 

   explanation for a thing.
- “amazement” = a throwing of the mind out of its    

   normal state, almost like an “out of body” 
   experience.  Almost lunacy.

               Application

                       Do YOU stand amazed, dumbfounded, or out of YOUR 

               mind trying to understand the miraculous when YOU see 

               it?  Perhaps YOU have never seen the miraculous?  
Conclusion
1. The Early Church did not keep their faith to themselves, they gave it away.

2. By giving YOUR faith away, like the Early Church, YOU will draw others into the Kingdom of God.
3. Giving YOUR faith away allows God to show His power to those crippled by sin.
4. Giving YOUR faith away is God’s ordained plan which brings Him ultimate glory by exalting the name of His Son.

5. If these six requirements are NOT characteristic of YOU then YOU are NOT someone who can give away their faith!

6. If YOU want to see the miraculous, then make these six requirements part of the character of YOUR life then YOU can GIVE AWAY YOUR FAITH like the Early Church did!
