· imperative word mood – a command, not a choice or suggestion

2. RETURN (vs. 19) 
· to turn oneself around, to be converted
     ● transitively 

                          -  to turn to the worship of the true God 

              ● intransitivel
       -  to turn one's self about, turn back 

· imperative word mood – a command, not a choice or suggestion

3. Result = REFRESHMENT (vs. 19) = to cool off, to   

                    recover from the effects of heat, to be  

                    revived, to find true rest.
               = the SOURCE of REFRESHMENT = the Lord
